GMM GROUP BUILD…  “The Year of 1965” 
 

The Club will be holding our first “Group Build”.  A “Group Build” is typically when a group of 

modelers all build a specific model kit, or a specific type of model, under a given set of rules, including 

a start and finish date.  This could be, as ours is, a “themed” build.  This one is Michael’s idea, so here is 

the information… 

 

“The concept of the build is simple. Build something you would have seen in the year 1965. 

 

Valid subjects are as follows: 

 

Military vehicles, aircraft, and equipment in service with any branch of any national military by 11:59 

December 31, 1965.  Variants of this equipment released after 1965 are not valid i.e. F-4J/E/N/S 

variants, MiG-21MF, etc.  Exceptions are older equipment that are museum examples; however, these 

must be built as a specific example from a specific museum and may appear in diorama form as the 

example did in the build theme year.  Prototypes that were first demonstrated in the build year are also 

acceptable so long as the model represents the prototype and not a production vehicle.  

 

Automobiles, commercial, and public service vehicles that were COMMONLY on the road in 1965 in 

major industrialized nations such as the US, UK, USSR, France, the Germanys, Japan, etc., which likely 

precludes any model before 1960.  Exceptions are those vehicles which fall outside the build year that 

the builder has specific special memories of i.e. a car that belonged to a close friend, family member, or 

even the builder.  However, the model MUST be built as the vehicle appeared in 1965.  

 

Models from movies released in 1965 or TV shows still producing new episodes in 1965.  This could 

potentially preclude rules regarding the previous listings; however, the model must be build as the 

specific example as it was represented in the film.  For instance, Battle of the Bulge was released in '65 

and though it was a WWII film, the tanks used in the movie were repainted modern tanks; M48s sat in 

for Tigers and M24s or M558s played the M4s and so on.  Bear in mind what the movie producers were 

actually using versus what is represented in such cases.  

 

Figures representing a person that did or could conceivably exist in 1965.  These include soldiers, 

sailors, public servants, movie and TV characters/monsters, etc. 

 

Dioramas of things that happened in 1965 in reality or on TV/film.  

 

Anything I may have forgotten, then please ask.  

 

Build time is from the moment you read this message to the September Model Club Meeting on 

Septermber 25. Initial concepts are due by the June 26 meeting, which will give at least 3 months for the 

project. If this is not enough time, the date can be pushed back if agreed by a majority of the 

participants. Models in progress before the May club meeting are not valid because they were already in 

progress independent of the build.” 

 

There is a special section for this in the Group Builds forum on our club forum.  You can post pics there 

on your progress for this.  I know that some people are already underway, and Michael is starting his 

SECOND entry for the build.  It’s NOT too late to join in this one!!  It’s gonna be FUN!!!
